Through an innovative partnership with 14 universities, the Los Angeles County Office of Education 
provides training for school site preceptors as well as training, practicum instruction, and clinical 
supervision for bachelor and masters level social work and marriage and family therapy interns 
placed in schools within 14 LA County partner districts selected due to student behavioral health 
need. 
The focus of the program is to:
• Promote social and emotional wellbeing for all students and school community members.
• Provide mental health awareness and suicide prevention outreach and education to students, 

staff, and caregivers
• Provide interventions through a multi-tiered system of school mental health supports framework.
• Increase the behavioral health workforce in schools
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
